10. Pray to ask God to bind Satan and block 
the destructive works, strengthen the faith of 
brothers & sisters, and help them stay alert.

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Day 3: Global Missions – 
COCM – Gordon & Maggie  

1. Praise to the Lord! The student mentioned 
last month has decided to come to faith in 
Christ and is very keen to grow. She will be 
returning to her home country for a while, 
during which we will be helping her with the 
follow-up training online. Pray that she will be 
strengthened to follow the Lord and that she 
will find a suitable church in Paris. 
2. Pray for a sister with a mental disease who 
lives alone, that she will be willing to seek 
medical help and receive appropriate treatment. 
We also ask God to provide for her daily needs 
and for her mother to be able to travel to France 
from China to look after her. 
3. Pray for our furlough and sharing in Hong 
Kong and Australia that the Lord will give and 
use His messages.  
4. Pray that the Montpellier Chinese Church 
and Grenoble Fellowship will be in unity, serve 
one another and work together to keep the 
church and fellowships running during the 
summer vacation. 
 
 

Day 4: Pray for Christians under Persecutions 
Around the world, persecutions directed at 
Christians are becoming more blatant. Please 
read the 2023 World Watch List and pray 
earnestly for the Christians in Uzbekistan which 
ranks #21 on the list of the 50 most dangerous 
countries to follow Jesus.

1. May God give wisdom to the vaccine 
researchers, so that the vaccines and other 
medications can be effective in fighting against 
new variants! 
2. The pandemic has impacted children all over 
the world, especially in those poverty-stricken 
countries. May God protect them, secure them 

from danger and enable them to continue their 
studies, so that their growth will not be stunted! 
 

Pray for Australia 

1. Many people are impacted mentally and 
emotionally by the pandemic, and psychiatrists 
are already seeing more people seeking help. 
May the Lord have mercy and give them peace!  
2. Pray for the economic situation and 
livelihood of all people in Australia. 
3. Pray for the federal & state governments of 
Australia. May the leaders fear God, act 
according to biblical truth and values, and 
govern the country with wisdom and love for 
people!  
 

Day 6: Pray for the Nations and People 
Righteousness exalts a nation, but sin is a 
reproach to any people. (Proverbs 14:34)

wisdom and love for their people, so that 
people can live peacefully and steadily with

- Pray for the war in Ukraine and the refugees.  
- Pray for the island nations in the South Pacific. 

- Pray for the situations in Hong Kong, Taiwan 
and East Asia. 

- Pray for a variety of global situations & needs.

Day 7: Great Souls at Prayer 2023 (22)  
 

O Lord, shine Your light on us, so that we may 
get rid of the darkness of our hearts, and 
receive the true light – Amen.
