Day 3: Global Missions – 
Anna (HKBM – Local cross-cultural missionary)  

Thanksgiving: 
1. Muslims celebrate their New Year after the 
the month of fasting. We are going to hold a 
gathering to celebrate with the Indonesian 
domestic helpers. Praise the Lord – 6 
graduates of the English class will be 
attending the event. 
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2. We worked with the Diamond Hill Baptist 
Church to run a Fun Day on 26/5. Give thanks 
to God that the Indonesian helpers enjoyed 
the different events and the Indonesian food 
thoroughly. May God watch over the follow-up 
works. 
Prayer: 
1. HKBM will collaborate with different 
churches to develop the ministry serving the 
Indonesian helpers. Pray for God’s guidance. 
2. We have received a lot of positive feedback 
on the Indonesian Youth Fun Day held last 
year. The event will be held again on 29/10 
this year. We are inviting churches, guests and 
organisations to join us. May God bless and 
take charge of the event. 
3. Due to personal circumstances, the 
Indonesian missionary has resigned and gone 
back to Indonesia. Pray that she will adapt to 
the new environment quickly. May God 
prepare at least 2 more Indonesian helpers to 
join us in the ministry.  
4. We are developing our ministry in serving 
minority ethnic groups, especially South-East 
Asians. Recently we have revisited different 
community centres to explore serving 
opportunities. May God guide our way. 
5. We are going to hold a seminar in 
collaboration with the Love and Peace 
Ministry. Pastor Kamran will be sharing his 
testimony. May God help brothers and sisters 
to know more about this ministry and support 
their work. 
 

Day 4: Pray for Christians under Persecutions 
Around the world, persecutions directed at 
Christians are becoming more blatant. Please 
read the 2023 World Watch List and pray 
earnestly for the Christians in Burkina Faso 
which ranks #23 on the list of the 50 most 
dangerous countries to follow Jesus.

2. The pandemic has impacted children all over 
the world, especially in those poverty-stricken 
countries. May God protect them, secure them 

from danger and enable them to continue their 
studies, so that their growth will not be stunted! 
 

Pray for Australia 

1. Many people are impacted mentally and 
emotionally by the pandemic, and psychiatrists 
are already seeing more people seeking help. 
May the Lord have mercy and give them peace!  
2. Pray for the economic situation and 
livelihood of all people in Australia. 
3. Pray for the federal & state governments of 
Australia. May the leaders fear God, act 
according to biblical truth and values, and 
govern the country with wisdom and love for 
people!  
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Day 6: Pray for the Nations and People 
Righteousness exalts a nation, but sin is a 
reproach to any people. (Proverbs 14:34) 
 

- Pray for the leaders of all the nations. May 
they fear God; act according to biblical truth 
and values; govern their countries with wisdom 
and love for their people, so that people can 
live peacefully and steadily with godliness and 
solemnness, and come to know Lord Jesus!  

- May the gospel be widely spread so that more 
people turn to Jesus! May God’s righteousness 
and truth be manifested in this era of chaos and 
darkness! 

- Pray for the global economic situation and 
livelihood of all people. 
- Pray for the war in Ukraine and the refugees.  

- Pray for the island nations in the South Pacific. 

- Pray for the situations in Hong Kong, Taiwan 
and East Asia. 
- Pray for a variety of global situations & needs.

Day 7: Great Souls at Prayer 2023 (24)  
 

Lord, I thank You that Your love constrains me. I 
thank You that, in the great labyrinth of life, You 
wait not for my consent to lead me. I thank You 
that You lead me by a way which I know not, by a 
way which is above the level of my poor 
understanding. I thank You that You are not 
repelled by my bitterness, that You are not 
turned aside by the heat of my spirit.

Your love; it compels me to come in. O slavery 
that makes me free, O love that imprisons me 
only to set my feet in a larger room, enclose me 
more and more within Your folds. Protect me 
from the impetuous desires of my nature – 
desires as short-lived as they are impetuous.
