Pray 
that the Lord will provide many more suitable 
volunteers in serving and caring the sick and 
elderly at CareNet.  
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Day 3: Global Missions – 
Anna (HKBM Local Cross-Cultural Missionary) 
Serving Thai and Indonesian people  

1. Pray for the gradual transformation of the 
“House of love and Grace” into a leisure centre. 
Pray that God will prepare instructors for various 
interest classes and that the volunteer team can 
work well with each other to serve the 
Indonesian domestic helpers. 
2. Pray for the various preparation teams for 
the Indonesian Youth Fun Day to be held on 
29/10. Pray that God will move more churches 
to participate and that the event can serve at 
least 500 Indonesian helpers. 
3. Pray for the Muslim mission testimonial 
sharing on 7/8. May God bless the speaker, 
Pastor K and through him encourage more 
brothers and sisters to care for the Muslims! 
4.  Pray for God’s guidance as HKBM is actively 
exploring ways to develop its South Asian 
ministries.
