Pastor K 
from the Love and Peace Ministry shared his 
testimony of how God has transformed him into 
a pastor. May God use Pastor K’s testimony to 
encourage more brothers and sisters to care for 
the M ethnic group.  

Pray for the various preparations for the 
Indonesian Youth Fun Day on 29/10. Pray that 
God will bless this event, provide guidance and 
inspire more churches to participate, and that 
we can serve at least 500 Indonesian helpers.

5. May God provide 2-3 more Indonesian 
missionaries to accommodate the needs of the 
ministry development. 
6. HKBM has recently reached out to a few 
minority people group ministry teams to explore 
opportunities of collaboration. May God lead 
and guide us. 
7. Anna will attend the Transworld Chinese 
Baptist Mission Conference in late August in 
Bangkok, and visit North Thailand, where she 
previously served. May God watch over the 
journey and keep her safe.
