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Day 3: Global Missions —

Chinese Overseas Christian Mission (COCM) —

1. Praise the Lord, though having encountered
some unexpected events and spiritual battles,
the Lord has kept and guided us through the
difficulties. The baptism and evangelistic
meeting in September were completed
smoothly. Our co-workers served with unity,
some people accepted Christ and we have
sowed the seeds of the gospel.

Also pray that we can
have physical and spiritual strength to serve
God.
