1. Praise to the Lord for the completion of the 
Christmas gospel events held in December. 
Pray that God will work in the hearts of those 

who have committed their lives to Jesus and 
those who have been touched in the events, 
and they will continue to join our meetings and 
come to know God more deeply. 
2. Recently, the student fellowship in 
Montpellier has begun to have some 
international students attending, and our 
festive meetings are also often attended by 
some English-speaking and French-speaking 
students and young working adults. Workers 
from a French student evangelism organization 
are seeking future collaboration opportunities 
with us. May God lead the development of the 
student gospel ministry and His wishes be 
fulfilled. 
3. Pray for God’s provision of a more suitable 
meeting venue in Grenoble that will be 
convenient for families and students to attend 
our meetings. 
4. Pray for the preparations of our retreat camp 
in Southern France on 16-18 February. There 
will be participants from various cities. But for 
now the number of applicants has already 
exceeded our scheduled number of participants, 
and the campsite is unable to provide more 
accommodation for the time being, so we have 
to wait or look for other alternatives. Pray that 
God will open a way so that every one of the 
brothers and sisters who want to go can do so.

Please 
read the 2024 World Watch List and pray 
earnestly for the Christians in Eritrea which 
ranks #4 on the list of the 50 most dangerous 
countries to follow Jesus.
